At his last school, Cody (not his real name) would be disruptive in class, with excessive talking and 
speaking out inappropriately.  He would make fun of the other kids and he didn’t care about what they felt.  
He would also be disrespectful toward the teachers.  Cody was struggling in school, and needed extra 
attention to get caught up. 

While being at UMCH, Cody has turned his life around.  He is a leader in the Residential home and in 
Quest School.  Cody has made friends and some of the younger students are looking up to him as a role 
model.  He doesn't make fun of the other kids anymore, and he is doing great in school.  “I went from 
getting straight F’s to getting A’s and B’s.  They’ve really helped me catch up and next year I’ll be a junior 
in high school.  I’m really excited about taking driver’s ed.!” 

This summer, Quest School students will be traveling every Monday to places like: Cave-In-Rock, 
Garden of the Gods, Land Between the Lakes, Fountain Bluff, Pierre-Menard House, and other historical 
landmarks and museums.  The week following the trip, the students will work on art projects, reports, or 
presentations about the sites.  “We went to the zoo last year, and we had to answer questions about the 
animals.  It was fun!” 

Cody is a prime example of why summer school is important.  The extra classes helped him catch up 
with his school work, and they provided structure through the summer months.  The field trips are also a 
way for the kids, like Cody, to experience the world outside of their own life.  As you remember your 
family vacations, these youth will also remember these trips fondly.
