Ultimate NFL is a great DVD from the NFL that Patty and I have 
been enjoying this week.   

òAn all-new, groundbreaking visual experience,ó says the cover, òshot 
at up to 1,000 frames per second in high-definition.ó  It really is so 
good that itõs beyond lethal. 

On the cover it promises to give òa new perspective to Americaõs Sunday ritual.ó 

Whoa.  Imagine that: here in the USA we have a òSunday ritual.ó 

But itõs not church. 

Iõve been told in the last month by two different reliable sources that less than 20% of 
Americans participate in weekly worship.  That includes Christians, Jews, Muslims, 
Buddhists and members of  other major commonly-recognized forms of  faith.  Less than 
20%.   

Is NFL football to blame?  No.  The NFL is not to blame.  (By the way, living where we 
do here in Effingham, itõs great being surrounded by fans of Sam and The Rams, Jay and 
Da Bearséand then there are my Colts.  Hooooboy.) 

Over a decade ago multiple sources indicated that American church-goers considered 
themselves òactiveó if they showed up for worship one weekend out of three.  One 
weekend out of  three.    

The Bible seems to be counter-cultural.  òLetõs not give up gathering together for weekly 
worship, as some have done.  Instead, letõs get together and encourage one anotherñeven more as 
we see the Day approaching.ó  (Hebrews 10:25, DJSV).   

When 80% of  our population opts out of  any form of  organized divine worship, and 
when Christians can consider themselves òactiveó members of their church simply by 
making an appearance 1/3 of  the time, the Bible seems to be very counter-
cultural.  Because it is. 

òDonõt become so well-adjusted to your culture that you fit into it without even thinking.  Instead, 
fix your attention on God.  Youõll be changed from the inside out.  God brings the best out of  you 
and develops well-formed maturity in you.ó (Romans 12, The Message version of  The Bible) 

Make the effort to join with the rest of  
us in worship.  I believe you are worth 
the effort! 

And as I always say in my last line 
here, Iõll see you in worship if not 
before.

Detective Stories  
Pastor John is leading a study titled Detective Stories from the Bible by J. Ellsworth Kalas during 

Wonderful Wednesday .  Come and sleuth through the pages of Scripture.  Here are descriptions of the 

study and the author.  When we think of a detective story, we often think of murder mysteries. But the 

Bible contains some different kinds of detective stories. How is it, for instance, that some of the key 

personalities in the Bible story slip into the story almost unnoticedðlike Judah, for example, an 

ancestor of King David and Jesus Christ. How did the symbolism of blood in Communion get started? 

When Cain was warned that the ground would no longer yield for him because he 

had killed his brotherðdid that set a precedent for connecting moral behavior with 

environmental harshness? These themes and many others are investigated in this 

study, accompanied by a discussion guide.  J. Ellsworth Kalas, Professor 

of Homiletics and former President of Asbury Theological Seminary, has written 

more than thirty books, including the popular Back Side series and Longing to Pray: 

How the Psalms Teach Us to Talk with God. He has been a video presenter for 

DISCIPLE Bible Study and is the author of the Christian Believer study. Kalas 

served on the World Methodist Council for five years in evangelism and pastored United Methodist 

congregations for thirty-eight years.  He lives in Lexington, Kentucky.

Wrestling With Questions People Ask   
This is a video -based small -group study and outreach program that explores 
four major world religions - Hinduism, Buddhism, Islam, and Judaism ð and 
compares the beliefs of each with those of Christianity. This six -week study 

deals openly and honestly with questions people ask about other religions, 
including why we should believe the claims of Christianity over those of other 

faiths. As part of the study, author and presenter Adam Hamilton interviews a 
religious leader from each tradition. He treats the world religions with great 
respect, recognizing the unique contributions of each.

Reverend Hamilton urges us as Christians to build bridges with others so that 
we might grow in our faith, seek peace in our world, love our neighbor, and 
find positive ways to share the gospel.
